And The Blurring of PACS 
Boundaries   

As PACS have evolved, products and services 
have changed so much that boundaries have 
gone out of focus. Now, the terms "Enterprise 
PACS" and "Enterprise Image Management" 
are often used to indicate a more 
encompassing imaging and information 
management system. But there's no universal agreement on what these terms mean. 

Web-based PACS have virtually eliminated geographical boundaries. With radiologists and 
referring physicians viewing images from across town, across the country or across the 
world, they are considered by some to be 'enterprise-wide PACS'.  

  
And there are PACS that transcend the traditional definition of PACS by adding applications 
to support efficient workflow. Systems that include speech recognition and transcription, 
document management, CD burning, and other features going beyond the management of 
images.  

  
There are systems that cross departmental boundaries, offering RIS and the radiology PACS 
on the same database with Cardiology PACS. Some PACS today, such as the INFINITT 
PACS, also include advanced visualization and analytical tools for oncology, orthopedics, 
Pulmonology, dentistry, and more.  
In 1999, a book came out titled "Blur: The Speed of Change in the Connected 
Economy" (Stan Davis). According to the book, 'blur' is what happens when products and 
services merge and there is no clear line between process and structure, owning and using, 
real and virtual.   

  
PACS have reached that point, and "Enterprise PACS" seems to be the catchall term for 
technology solutions that have extended beyond conventional PACS in terms of scale, 
reach, or functionality. In any case, the enterprise approach to image management should 
offer economic benefits. A single, enterprise system costs less than multiple systems - not 
only in terms of hardware and software - but also in terms of operation, security and 
administration.
